ORAL PRESENTATION REQUIREMENTS
Oral presentations are scheduled to be 25 minutes in length plus 5 minutes reserved for questions.  We will strictly adhere to this 30-minute allotment per talk in order to keep to our busy schedule.  It is expected that all presentations will be from computers and use an LCD projector which will be available.  We do not plan to have an overhead projector, so if you think that you will need one, please let us know as soon as possible.
