ORAL PRESENTATIONS

Oral presentations are scheduled to be at least 15 minutes in length plus 5 minutes reserved for questions. Some of the orals will be designated as being of greater duration.  We shall strictly adhere to this allotment per talk in order to keep on schedule.  It is expected that all presentations will be from computers and use an LCD projector which will be available.  We do not plan to have an overhead projector, so if you think that you will need one, please let us know as soon as possible. POSTER PRESENTATIONS

Poster presentations will be limited to a brief 3 slide, 3-5 minute oral presentation of the poster.  This is meant to be a short advertisement for your poster to spark interest and further discussion.  Questions and discussion will take place during the scheduled poster sessions, not during or after the 3-5 minute presentation.  If you have been invited to give a poster presentation, please send your 3 ppt or pdf slides by April 23, 2010 to Brian Thomas (brian.thomas@afosr.af.mil, 703-696-6220) or Jaynea Muse (jaynea.muse@afosr.af.mil) via email.  It is very important we receive these in advance of the meeting.  Maximum poster size is 36’’ X 48.’’ There must be 2 attendees at each poster, typically the PI and either a grad student or post doc. This allows for at least one presenter to be present at all times during a poster session, while the other may be looking at the other posters.
